In Remembrance

Andrea Lorenz

Andrea Lorenz, a member of the ANERA Board of Directors since 2008, died at the
age of 52 from cancer. Although her family ties are in Maryland, for the past few
years Andrea resided in Calgary, Alberta and worked as journalist for Oil Week. A
long-time ANERA supporter, she generously served as an ambassador for ANERA in
the Canadian oil industry as well as with contacts in the Gulf. Andrea had a special
concern for Palestinian children. During the last months of her life, she initiated a
fundraising drive in Canada generating much-needed aid for Gaza. We will miss
Andie’s vivaciousness and compassion for others. We extend our deepest condolences
to her parents, husband, young daughter and other friends and family.

Ahmad Hijazi

Ahmad Hijazi, a lawyer and judge, was a long-time ANERA board member and great
supporter. As a judge, Ahmad represented the British court system in several Middle
Eastern countries and was awarded an O.B.E. by Queen Elizabeth in 1961 for his
work in building a modern legal system in Kuwait. He was ANERA's Gulf liaison on
the Board and he secured substantial and steady donations. Ahmad died at the age of

83. He is survived by his wife of 50 years, four children, and six grandchildren.

Elhilou, describing the grim conditions they were
experiencing. She wrote, “I look around and feel sad
for Gaza’s devastated landscape and economy;, alienated
population and disintegrating community. I see a lot of
people who are hopeless and desperate.”

Yet, when that newsletter went to print, the attacks had
not begun!

Just a couple weeks later, Rania wrote the following
diary entry on our website: “I have never seen anything
even remotely like this in Gaza. We have experienced
shelling before, even the ANERA office windows

were blown in once. But now we live in constant fear
and feel that every house is a potential target ... and,
because Gaza is so small, we hear everything. We get
no sleep because of the terror we feel”

Things had gotten worse than ever.

Since then, Gazans have been picking up the pieces.
Despite the fact that building materials have not been

allowed into the region and some 80% of people rely
on food aid, some improvements are visible.

And ANERA’s community has been helping thousands
of families to move beyond worries of simple survival.
We have helped put food on tables, provided shoes and
warm clothes for children, linked homes to reliable
water sources, employed workers, delivered medicines
and cleared farmland for harvesting.

As Gaza enters 2010, families there are starting another
year hoping that things won't get worse. Most still
cannot imagine the luxury of making a new year’s
resolution. Yet together, our community can renew

our ongoing resolution to making a better life for
tamilies in Gaza, so they may live with the dignity we
all deserve.

Here’s to making 2010 a better year for families who
need our help in Gaza.

NERA delivers millions of dollars worth of donated medicine,
health care supplies and essential products to Gaza, West Bank,
Lebanon and Jordan every year.

Working with dozens of humanitarian organizations donating goods
from around the world, we deliver an amazing variety of items—
from playground equipment to blood-storage bags—that make a real
difference in people’s lives. A sampling of just a few of the goods we
have delivered recently illustrates the diversity of our in-kind work:

B In the West Bank village of Kobar, Ikhlas al Bargouthy was
overjoyed when ANERA delivered her a new wheelchair. Often,
she said, it was just too hard to leave her house with her old
rusted one. The new wheelchair has changed her life. ANERA
has delivered more than 80 wheelchairs to the West Bank in the
past few months alone.

B Oncologists at the Khan Younis hospital in Gaza greatly
appreciated ANERA’ shipment of biopsy needles that allowed
cancer patients to be treated in Gaza with a greater assurance of
an accurate diagnosis. Without the needles, patients must find
a way to leave the region and their families to seek treatment in
Egypt or elsewhere.

B We are delivering sporting gear and clothes for PACES (the
Palestine Association for Children's Encouragement of Sports)
to dozens of West Bank sports clubs. Kids across the region will
soon be able to enjoy playing soccer, basketball and other games.

B In Lebanon we are making a world of difference to at-risk
patients with our delivery of $444,463 worth of anti-retrovirals,
and to hemophiliacs with our delivery of $679,390 worth of

"Factor VII" blood coagulants.

B In Jordan, we have distributed some $40,000 worth of
educational materials, hygiene supplies, newborn baby kits,
woolen blankets and wheelchairs for Iraqi refugees who live in
and around Amman.
